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4th Grade Hosts Archeology Assembly
October is Texas Archeology Month in Texas, and Cameron Elementary School 4th graders enjoyed an informative program presented by Mrs. Dee Dee Green and Mr. Randy Billingsley, both Cameron residents.


Mrs. Green, co-chairman of the Milam County Historical Commission, shared archaeological information and artifacts such as spear and arrow points, and pointed out local connections such as the J.B. White site and the El Camino Real de los Tejas.
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Mr. Billingsley is an ancestor of Jesse Billingsley who was a roving commissioner responsible for land grants west of the Brazos river in the 1830s, a captain of Company C at the Battle of San Jacinto, and a Texas ranger.  Mr. Billingsley's authentic brain-tanned buckskins were hand-made by a Comanche Indian chief, Ted Weatherby from Dear Park, Texas.  His array of frontier garb and weapons was impressively presented to a very attentive audience!
