Library-Our “Reading Is Out of this World” Book Fair will be September 12th-16th in the library.  Popular books like “Poison Apple” and “Diary of a Wimpy Kid,” will be sold as well as posters, pencils, and pens.   Parent volunteers are greatly appreciated.  Music-All three grade levels will be learning beat and rhythm.
Art- Third grade students will be introduced to the elements of art.
Fourth and Fifth graders will review the elements of art.
 PE-To start the new school year off right; please help your child to have the following:
  Athletic type shoes, a ball-cap to be kept here at school all year (We play a game called hat tag).  Our grades are based on having the proper dress (shoes, hat, etc.), effort and attitude (complying with rules, etc.).  
Third Grade: 
Reading- We will be reading When Charlie McButton Lost Power.  We will work on building background knowledge as well as learning about Literary Elements-character, setting and theme.  Spelling words will be VC/CV words with short vowels.  
Language-Students will be writing complete sentences with a subject and predicate. 
Math-Last week we focused on place value and numbers through 999,999.  This week we will focus on comparing and ordering numbers and using vocabulary such as:  greater than, less than, and equal. 
Science- We will be learning about the properties of Matter.  We will be using our five senses to observe and describe texture, color, composition, and states of matter. 
Social Studies-Students will learn how people in the local community and other communities meet their needs for government, education, communication, transportation, and recreation. Learners will also identify reasons people have formed communities.
Math-Students will solve problems by collecting, organizing, displaying, and interpreting sets of data while using graphs.
Fourth Grade:       
Reading-This week your child will read an excerpt from the Realistic Fiction novel, Because of Winn Dixie. We will discuss sequence and summarizing as we read and pay close attention to affixes, specifically prefixes. As we write this week we will make note of proper word choice to help our pieces come alive, leaving our reader wanting more. In language arts we will focus on declarative and interrogative sentences.  Your child’s spelling words this week will focus on words with short vowel sounds and the VCCV pattern.  Remember that your child should be reading every evening for 30 minutes and getting their reading log signed.
Science- Students will be applying their observation and measurement skills to compare and contrast physical properties of matter.
Math-Students will demonstrate how to read, write, compare, and order decimals through the hundredths place. We will also review rounding. 
Social Studies-We will continue to organize our Social Studies folders and complete a “Symbols of Texas” packet as we preview information about the great state of Texas!
Fifth Grade: 
Reading- Students will be using context clues and dictionaries to identify meaning of unknown words. Students will also identify and analyze literary elements.  The writing process will be used to write a fictional short story.  Our story of the week is “The Red Kayak” by Priscilla Cummings.     
[bookmark: _MailEndCompose]Math-Students will review and practice writing the word name, expanded form, and standard form of whole numbers to the billions place value and decimal numbers to the thousandths.  Students will also compare and order whole numbers and decimal numbers, and work problems using problem solving strategies.  Students need to practice their multiplication facts to the 12’s.  Students will also have homework Monday through Thursday beginning this week.  Please check to make sure your child has completed all assignments. 
Social Studies- We will begin studying the Civil War.  That will include Abe Lincoln, Harriet Tubman, the Underground Railroad and the reasons why we had a civil war in America.  We will be reading books about the Civil War and taking AR tests on them.  Usually these will be for a grade.  Please encourage your child to read at home for their required thirty minutes.  In order to become a better reader, your child needs to read.  
Science-We will be discussing the States of Matter.  Students will learn about the different states of matter and how matter changes from one state to another.  We will do labs, journaling, online activities, worksheets and tests to master the content.
