Music-All grades will be working on music for Christmas performances.
Art-3rd and 4th grade will be making 6 pt. snowflakes.  5th graders will be drawing winter scenes.
PE- We will be working on basketball skills and fitness.  
Third Grade: 
Reading-This week students will be reading A Symphony of Whales.  Students will begin to explore the research process by selecting a topic and generating open-ended questions. Students will skim and scan text features in expository text to locate information to answer their research questions. Students will also gather information related to their research topic and questions by taking simple notes and students will organize their notes into categories.
Writing-Students continue through the writing process as they write an expository composition, incorporating expository transition words and phrases and including a topic sentence and a conclusion. 
Math- We will begin working on division in the coming weeks before the holidays.  We will learn about multiplication/division fact families and division as sharing and separating.  Please continue to work on multiplication facts as this will help with division as well.
Science- We will be identifying and comparing a variety of landforms and exploring how they change.
Social Studies-Students will determine how inventions and technology have changed communities. We will research inventors such as Daguerre, McCormick, Pasteur, and Salk. Learners will identify the impact of new technology in photography, farm equipment, pasteurization, and medical vaccines on communities around the world.
Fourth Grade:       
Reading- We will continue our study of expository text, however now we will look at them for researching purposes.  This week in language arts we will be learning to identify verb tenses and use them correctly in sentences.  In writing we will begin a piece on how to build a snowman.
Math- This week in Math the fourth graders will generate equivalent fractions using concrete and pictorial models, and compare and order fractions.  All students should study the multiplication facts every night.  
Science- Students will be exploring Earth’s natural resources and how they can be classified as renewable or nonrenewable. There will also be an emphasis on conservation.
Social Studies-Students will identify the economic motivations and accomplishments of significant empresarios (Moses Austin, Martin de Leon) and explain their impact on the settlement of Texas.  
Fifth Grade: 
Reading-Students will spell words with Latin derived suffixes and determine the meanings.  They will also record data in order to see relationships between ideas and convert visual data into written notes.   They will continue to revise drafts and use text features and graphics to inform.
Math-This week students will continue to practice solving for the least common multiple and least common denominator of a pair or set of fractions.  Students will then compare and/or order fractions based on common denominators.  Students should study the multiplication facts through the 12’s each night.   
Social Studies- Students will be studying explorers and the Europeans that first explored this “New World.”  Students need to read every night for 30 minutes.  This will help them to become better readers.  If your student is absent, it is important that he/she make-up their work and turn it in.
Science-We will continue to investigate weathering, erosion and deposition.  We will also begin studying how we can learn about the past from sedimentary rock and what is left in this rock.  On Thursday of this week, we will have a test over this material.
