Music-3rd grade will be learning music and dances from cultures around the world.
4th grade will watch the musical “Annie “, in preparation for their spring performance.
5th grade will learn to read and write music on a staff in preparation for learning the recorder. 
Art-All three grade levels will be illustrating oral stories.
PE- We have a student teacher helping us from Texas A and M University.   Her name is Jamie Austin.  She will be teaching a unit on physical fitness.

Third Grade: 
Reading- Students will be reading Around One Cactus.  Students will review cause and effect and also continue the research process by selecting a topic and generating open-ended questions. Students will skim and scan text features in expository text to locate information to answer their research questions. Students will also gather information related to their research topic and questions by taking simple notes and students will organize their notes into categories.
Writing- Students continue through the writing process as they write an expository composition, incorporating expository transition words and phrases and including a topic sentence and a conclusion. 
Math- Students will use patterns to make predictions and to solve problems. They will use lists, tables, and charts to show the patterns and relationships. 
Science- Students will continue to learn about the solar system. Students will be able to compare models of the solar system. 
Social Studies-For the next 6 weeks, students will be exploring economic systems.  Specifically this week, students use a lemonade stand to gain understanding of how businesses work in an economic system, including the economic principles of supply and demand, price, cost of production, and profit. Students use math skills to investigate how the changes in one factor lead to predictable consequences.
Fourth Grade:       
Reading- We will be taking notes and summarizing information while doing research on specific topics.  We will also work on bibliographies to site our sources.  Students will begin discussing pronouns and antecedents while being tested on consonants digraph /sh/.  Remember to read 30 minutes every night and get your reading log signed.  Students must get 75% of their AR goal to receive a pizza coupon in January.
Math- Students will estimate and use measurement tools to determine length and perform simple conversions between different units of length within the customary measurement system.
All students should continue to work on multiplication and division facts. 
Science-This week we will explore the movement of water above and below the Earth’s surface and recognize the Sun as the major source of energy in the water cycle.
Social Studies-Students will complete a physical map of Mexico. They will also identify the impact of Mexico’s independence from Spain on the events in Texas, analyze the causes and major events which led to the Texas Revolution, and identify and explain the importance of the Texas Declaration of Independence.

Fifth Grade: 
Reading-Students will be reviewing the elements in poetry and discussing sensory details, imagery, and figurative language among other things.  They will also be writing and editing, studying the differences between biographies and autobiographies, and becoming more familiar with the literary components of foreshadowing and theme., 
Math-Students will select and use appropriate measurements of customary and metric length and perform simple conversions within the same measurement system.   Students will also take a 3 week progress assessment on Tuesday, January 17, 2012.  Students should continue to practice their multiplication facts each night.  
Social Studies-Students will be studying the colonial town of Williamsburg and its significance during colonial times.  We will discuss the people that made an impact there such as Thomas Jefferson, George Wythe, and George Washington.
