Music-3rd grade will be playing percussion instruments with quarter notes and quarter rests. 
4th grade will be watching the Broadway musical Annie in preparation for their spring play. 
5th grade will be reviewing lines and spaces on the music staff and preparing for recorders. 
Art All three grade levels will continue illustrating oral stories.
PE- We are busy working on fitness and jump rope.   Fitness Gram testing begins on Feb. 2nd.  Yes, Patsy Miller’s birthday!  (She is a retired 5th grade teacher who still subs at Cameron Elementary). 

Third Grade: 
Reading- Students will be reading “The Man Who Invented Basketball.”   Spelling words will consist of Irregular Plurals. 
Students will write persuasive essays.  We will also connect Reading and writing by composing a summary of “The Man Who Invented Basketball.”  We will use the correct tense of nouns when composing summaries and persuasive essays
Math-Students will start working with fractions. They will be comparing and finding equivalent fractions. 
Science- Students will continue to learn about the solar system. Students will be able to compare models of the solar system. 
Social Studies- For the next 6 weeks, students will be exploring economic systems.  Specifically this week, students will have an opportunity to put into practice the economic terms they have learned while they create a simple business. 
Fourth Grade:       
Reading- We will be taking notes and summarizing information while doing research on specific topics.  We will also work on bibliographies to site our sources.  Students will begin discussing pronouns and antecedents while being tested on consonants digraph /sh/.  Remember to read 30 minutes every night and get your reading log signed.  Students must get 75% of their AR goal to receive a pizza coupon in January.
Math-Students will estimate and use measurement tools to determine weight and capacity and perform simple conversions between different units of weight and capacity within the customary measurement system. All students should continue to work on multiplication and division facts.
Science-This week we will record observable changes in weather and record the changes on a weather map.  We will use these weather maps to predict patterns of change in weather.
Social Studies- Students will analyze the causes and major events that led to the Texas Revolution (Battle of the Alamo, including heroes of the Alamo).  They will identify and explain the importance of Texas Independence Day and the Texas Declaration of Independence.
Fifth Grade: 
Reading-Students will be reviewing literary elements including theme and voice of the speaker along with reviewing language skills like correct ending punctuation and capitalization.  
Math- Students will review and practice measuring and converting measurement of items with capacity.  Students will also take a Math Benchmark on Tuesday, January 24.  Students should continue to practice the multiplication facts through the 12’s each night.  
 Social Studies-Students will understand the reasons behind the American Revolution.  Students will also be reading about Revolutionary War heroes and the Americans who set the ground work for the nation.
Science-We will be taking the Science Benchmark.  Please stress to your child that it is very important to do his/her best on this test.  After benchmarking, we will begin our study of the water cycle.
