Specials:
Music-3rd grade will review quarter notes on percussion instruments. 
4th grade will continue watching “Annie “ for their upcoming musical. 
5th grade will read music using a music staff on percussion instruments. 
Art-3rd grade will do a Ground Hog Day project. 4th and 5th graders will study artistic flourishes.
PE- We are working on Jump Rope and fitness.
Third Grade: 
Reading-The students will be reading “Hottest, Coldest, Highest, Deepest.” They will also use a dictionary or glossary to determine the meaning of unknown words. Students will use common syllabication patterns to decode words with r-controlled vowels. The students will write imaginative stories that build the plot to climax.  They will learn about Singular and Plural Pronouns in the context of reading, writing, and speaking. Learners will use the correct tense of nouns when composing their imaginative stories. 
Math- Students will locate and name points on a number line using whole numbers and fractions. They will also be comparing fractional parts of a whole or set in a problem situation. 
Science- Students will reflect on and explore characteristics of the Sun and its importance to life on Earth. They will describe the Sun as our closest star and examine the source of its light and heat energy. 
Social Studies- For the next 6 weeks, students will be exploring economic systems.  Specifically this week, students will have an opportunity to put into practice the economic terms they have learned while they create a simple business. 
Fourth Grade:       
Reading-We will be discussing purposes of writing including stated and implied.  We will also be writing introductions and determining purposes of research.  Our spelling words will be prefixes un-, dis-, and in-.  Remember to read 30 minutes every night and get your reading log signed.  Students must reach 75% of their AR goal to receive a pizza coupon.
Math- This week Fourth Graders will use tools such as a clock to solve problems involving elapsed time.
All students should continue to work on multiplication and division facts.
Science-Students will explore the predictability of patterns in shadows, tides, seasons, and the phases of the moon.
Social Studies-This week in 4th grade Social Studies students will analyze the major events of the Texas Revolution.  They will identify the purposes and explain the importance of historic documents and landmarks such as the Texas Constitution, the Treaty of Velasco, and the San Jacinto Monument.
Fifth Grade: 
Reading-5TH Grade students will be reviewing informational texts including procedural texts, which were discussed before the holidays.  They will also revisit the meaning of Expository writing and reexamining author’s purpose.  Students will also practice writing in complete and complex sentences on various assignments.
[bookmark: _MailEndCompose]Math-Students will continue to practice converting customary length.  Students will also review and practice converting customary weight and capacity measurements and elapsed time.  Students should continue to study the multiplication facts through the 12’s each night.    
Social Studies- Students will continue their study of the American Revolution and the reasons for this war.  Students will also identify the people that made significant contributions during the revolutionary period, such as Thomas Jefferson, George Washington, Sam and John Adams, and Ben Franklin.
Science-We will be learning about Habitats, Ecosystems and Biomes and how living and non-living things interact within their environments.
