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Our focus this six weeks in Character Education is ethics and citizenship.  Work ethics are a set of values based on the moral virtues of hard work and diligence.  Citizenship is making life better for your fellow citizens.

Specials:
Music-3rd grade will learn to identify basic notes and note names. 
4th grade will begin production on the musical “Annie”.
5th grade will review rhythm counting and learn to read written music notation. 
Art-All grades will review non-verbal communication through pencil drawings.   PE- We will be working on jumping rope.

Third Grade: 
Reading- Students will be reading A Symphony of Whales.  Students will begin to explore the research process by selecting a topic and generating open-ended questions. Students will also gather information related to their research topic and questions by taking simple notes and students will organize their notes into categories.
Writing: Students will write an expository composition, incorporating expository transition words and phrases and including a topic sentence and a conclusion. 
Math-Students will continue multiplying using patterns, estimating products, and using arrays. They will also start multiplying 2 digit numbers by 1 digit numbers. 
Science- Students will continue simple investigations with pushes and pulls. Students see that all changes in motion are dependent upon forces. 
Social Studies- Students will discuss economic systems.  Specifically this week, students will explore the economic concepts of saving and spending, the reasons people choose to spend or save, and how people budget to accomplish a goal. The goals of the lesson are to make sure students understand the economic concepts at work, how these concepts are interrelated, and to realize the importance of having a plan to accomplish economic goals.

Fourth Grade:       
Reading- Students will plan, gather sources, draw conclusions, and summarize multiple sources related to a specific topic. Students will also organize data and write a composition of explanations on a specific topic.  We will be focusing on final syllable patterns in spelling.  Students need to reach 75% of their AR goal for January to receive a pizza coupon.  Remember to read 30 minutes every night and get your reading log signed.
Math-Students will study different types of graphs.  They will interpret and construct graphs.  All students should continue to work on multiplication and division facts.
Science-This week we will record observable changes in weather and record the changes on a weather map.  We will use these weather maps to predict patterns of change in weather.
Social Studies- Students will identify and explain clusters and patterns of settlement as effects of land grants and Anglo colonization.  They will describe locations of cities and explain geographic factors that influenced patterns of settlement by empresarios.


Fifth Grade: 
Reading- Students will be revisiting literary elements spanning multiple genres.  Students will become familiar with terms touched on in previous lessons including character, conflict, and resolution.  Students will identify these elements in numerous books and short stories such as The Witch of Blackbird Pond, Miss Nelson is Missing, and Aesop’s Fables.
Math-Students will review and practice probability problems that include using fractions to describe the results of an experiment, using experimental results to make predictions, and listing all possible outcomes of a probability experiment such as tossing a coin.
 Social Studies-Social Studies students will be learning about the new settlements in America.  The ones we will study are the colonies of Roanoke, Jamestown, and Plymouth.  
Science-We will continue to learn about the Solar System.  We will learn about how day and night occur, how shadows occur, the phases of the moon, and the order of the planets in the Solar System.
