 PE- We are beginning to work on jump rope and basketball skills. 

Third Grade: 
Reading-We will be reading Seeing Stars.  We will continue using the features of expository texts in order to increase comprehension. Students will determine main idea, draw conclusions, and consider cause and effect relationships in order to monitor their own comprehension.
Writing-Students will begin writing an expository composition that includes a central idea, supporting details, and a concluding statement. Students continue to study words, word parts, and word patterns in order to support the development of oral and written communication.
Math-We will begin working on division in the coming weeks before the holidays.  We will learn about multiplication/division fact families and division as sharing and separating.  Please continue to work on multiplication facts as this will help with division as well.
Science-We will be identifying and comparing a variety of landforms and exploring how they change.
Social Studies- Students will continue discussing characteristics of good citizenship.  Students will also discuss and explain how nonprofit and civic organizations such as the Red Cross serve the common good of communities. 

Fourth Grade:       
Reading- We will continue our study on expository text and learn to identify subject and verb agreement in a sentence.  Remember everyone should be reading for 30 minutes each evening. You have a chance to earn a Six Flags ticket if you read 360 minutes in addition to your nightly homework.  Check out one of the 40 different ways your child has been given to study spelling, they are very fun!  We also have a book report due December 9th.
Math-Students will be naming improper factions and mixed number factions. All students should study the multiplication facts every night. 
Science-Students will learn about and test various properties of soil. They will determine which soil best supports plant growth.  We will have our unit test on Thursday.
Social Studies-We will identify the accomplishments and economic motivations of Rene Robert Cavalier de La Salle.  We will learn about his ill-fated expeditions to the New World and how his journeys impacted Texas.

Fifth Grade: 
Reading-We will spell words with Greek roots and determine the meanings.  We will also analyze how the organizational pattern of the text influences the relationships of the ideas.   We will continue to use the writing process to complete expository essay.
Math-We will continue to practice converting improper fractions to mixed numbers and vice versa as well as adding and subtracting fractions.  We will also discuss the least common multiple and least common denominator in relation to equivalent fractions.  Students should study the multiplication facts through the 12’s each night.  
Social Studies- Students will be studying explorers and the Europeans that first explored this “New World.”  Students need to read every night for 30 minutes.  This will help them to become better readers.  If your student is absent, it is important that he/she make-up their work and turn it in.
Science-We will be learning about changes to the Earth’s surface.  We will discuss wind, water, wave and ice erosion and the landforms that are created by these forces.
