PE- We will begin jumping rope when we return from Thanksgiving.

Third Grade: 
Reading-This week we will be reading Seeing Stars.  We will continue using the features of expository texts in order to increase comprehension. Students will determine main idea, draw conclusions, and consider cause and effect relationships in order to monitor their own comprehension.
Writing-Students will apply what they learn about expository text by writing an expository composition that includes a central idea, supporting details, and a concluding statement. Students continue to study words, word parts, and word patterns in order to support the development of oral and written communication.
Math-We will continue our study of multiplication.  Please practice multiplication facts at home with your child.  Some helpful websites are:  www.mathfactcafe.com and http://resources.oswego.org/games/mathmagician/cathymath.html . We will be working on multiplying two digit numbers by one digit numbers.
Science-We will finish our unit on forces and motion.  Students will learn about friction, gravity, and magnetism and how the effect they have on an object’s movement.
Social Studies-Students will use this time to reflect on the importance of the Thanksgiving Holiday. Learners will discuss how the relationship between Native Americans and Pilgrims changed their community. Classes will continue to discuss good citizenship and how the traits of being a good citizen, including truthfulness, justice, equality, respect and responsibility, were shown during “The First Thanksgiving.”

Fourth Grade:       
Reading-We will continue our study on expository text and learn how to identify helping and main verbs in a sentence.  Remember everyone should be reading for 30 minutes each evening. You have a chance to earn a Six Flags ticket if you read 360 minutes in addition to your nightly homework.  Check out one of the 40 different ways your child has been given to study spelling, they are very fun!  We also have a book report due December 9th.
Math- We will review multiplication and division. 
Science-We will learn about and test various properties of soil. They also will determine which soil best supports plant growth.
Social Studies-Students will summarize reasons for European exploration and settlement of Texas.  They will identify the accomplishments of Spanish explorers in Texas and explain the impact of these explorations on the settlement of the Western Hemisphere, especially Texas.

Fifth Grade: 
Reading-Students will spell words with Greek roots and determine the meanings.  They will also analyze how the organizational pattern of the text influences the relationships of the ideas.   They will continue to use the writing process to complete an expository essay.
Math-Students will continue to practice conversion of improper fractions to mixed numbers.  Students will also be introduced to adding and subtracting fractions.  Students should practice the multiplication facts through the 12’s on a daily basis.  
Social Studies-Fifth grade students have been reading stories about the journey the Pilgrims took on the Mayflower.  They have also been reading about the first Thanksgiving.  Have a safe and happy Thanksgiving holiday!
Science-We will be exploring more about fossils and reading about sedimentary rock.
