Third Grade: 
Reading-This week we will be reading Tops and Bottoms by Janet Stevens.  We will also be reading examples of dramas to identify the literary elements of character, setting, and plot as experienced through printed text and various media and explain how dialogue is used to develop the literary elements.  In writing, students continue to develop their personal narratives as they work through the writing process.  
Math-We will be continuing with multiplication as it relates to division.  We will also be learning about fact families.  Please continue to study multiplication facts nightly.
Science- We will be investigating different forms of energy such as light and sound.
Social Studies-We will investigate the human and physical characteristics of our local community. We will discuss the effects of the physical and human processes in shaping their landscape. 

Fourth Grade:       
Reading- This week your child will read an excerpt from the Expository text, Horse Heroes. We will discuss Fact and Opinion as we read and pay close attention to unknown words and strategies used to figure out their meaning.  As we write this week we will make note of proper organization to help our reader better understand our topic, leaving our reader wanting more. In language arts we will focus on singular possessive nouns.  Your child’s spelling words this week will focus on words with words with ear, ir, our, ur.  Remember that your child should be reading every evening for 30 minutes and getting their reading log signed.
Science- We will be exploring different types of energy, how it interacts with matter and how it is transformed.
Math-We will be multiplying 2 digit numbers by 2 digit numbers and solving word problems using multiplication. Social Studies- Students will identify and compare ways of life of American Indian groups in specific Texas Regions.  They will compare these groups to similar groups in North America and describe ways/reasons why these groups modified their environment and used the natural resources of their regions to survive.  They will compare the governments and explain the economic patterns seen in these groups.

Fifth Grade: 
Reading- The students will identify synonyms and antonyms using a dictionary and thesaurus.  They will also identify and explain meaning of common idioms and adages.  Students will identify author’s viewpoint or position and explain the basic relationships among ideas in the argument.   Students will continue to generate ideas for a persuasive paper.   
[bookmark: _MailEndCompose]Math- Students will take benchmark tests for math on Oct. 25th, reading on Oct. 26th, and science on Oct. 27th.  Students will also continue to review and practice patterns and algebraic expressions.   Coordinate graphs are due on Friday, Oct. 28th.   Students need to practice their multiplication facts through the 12’s on a daily basis.  
 Social Studies-Students will use geographic tools to read and interpret data on graphs.  Students will also be able to locate the fifty states on a map.  Social Studies students will also understand the importance of patriotism, and identify important U.S. symbols and landmarks. In order to become a better student, your child needs to read at home each night.                     
Science- We will finish our unit on Light.   We will take a test over light, electrical circuits and transfer of energy.  We will begin studying Resources.
