Music-This week is Reward Good Behavior Week.  We will play music games. 
Art-5th grade will be creating a tessellation.
3rd and 4th grade students will be creating pumpkins.
 PE-We are playing a game called Newcomb, an easier version of volleyball.
Third Grade: 
Reading-We will be reading non-fiction works.  We will also be reading biographies and autobiographies as well as writing our own autobiography.  
In addition, this week we will be reading Penguin Chick by Betty Tatham.  Our skill for the week is Main Idea and Details as well as using context clues to understand meaning.  Our spelling words this week will have VCV patterns.
Language/Writing-We will write sentences using common and proper nouns.  We will also begin writing our autobiography.
Math- We will continue our study of addition and subtraction as we learn to solve word problems and choose the correct operation to solve.
Science- We will begin learning about changes in matter as we learn about temperature and how this affects states of matter. 
Social Studies- Learners will describe and explain variations in the physical environment including climate, landforms, natural resources, and natural hazards. We will discuss how people in communities adapt to changes in the physical environment as a result of earthquakes, volcanoes, and hurricanes.
Fourth Grade:       
Reading- This week your child will read an excerpt from the Fiction novel, What Jo Did. We will discuss cause and effect as we read and pay close attention to affixes. As we write this week we will make note of proper word choice to help our pieces come alive, leaving our reader wanting more. In language arts we will focus on common and proper nouns.  Your child’s spelling words this week will focus on words with irregular plurals.  Remember that your child should be reading every evening for 30 minutes and getting their reading log signed.
Science- This week we will explore electrical circuits as systems as well as what is necessary to create an electromagnetic field.
Math- We will discuss the different properties of multiplication and review our basic multiplication facts. Make sure your child practices his/her facts every night.
Social Studies- Students will explain how and why the first people came from Asia into North America.  They will identify and compare American Indian groups in Texas and the Western Hemisphere before European exploration.  Students will describe ways people adapted to and modified their environment in order to survive.
Fifth Grade: 
Reading-Students will determine meaning of words using prefixes, suffixed, context clues, and dictionaries.   They will identify literary language and sensory details in biographies and autobiographies.   Students will also use the writing process to write a personal narrative.  Our story for this week is “Satchel Paige” by Lesa Cline-Ransome.
Math-Students will review and practice dividing with 1 digit and 2 digit divisor and with numbers that result in zeros in the quotient.  Students should study their multiplication facts each night through the 12’s. Students have also received a new coordinate graph and this graph is due by Friday, October 14th.  
Social Studies-Students will use geographic tools to read and interpret data on graphs.  Students will also be able to locate the fifty states on a map.  Social Studies students will also understand the importance of patriotism, and identify important U.S. symbols and landmarks.  As we begin a new six weeks, students should be reading at home each night and taking AR tests in order to meet their goal in a timely manner.  In order to become a better student, your child needs to read.
Science- We will be studying all about forces.  Students will be completing worksheets, performing experiments, watching videos and taking quizzes on forces.
