Library-Our book fair is here!  Please come by the library to look at our exciting books and posters.  You will be so glad you did!  There is something for every age.  We will also be open during Family Night on Tuesday from 5:30-6:45.  See you soon!
 Music-All three grade levels will continue beat and rhythm.
Art-3rd and 4th grade students will be experiencing pastels.  5th graders will be practicing their lettering 
 PE-Everyone should have athletic type shoes for PE.   Also, everyone needs a ball cap to be kept here at school.   

Third Grade: 
Reading- We will be reading Supermarket.  We will review building background knowledge as well as compare and contrast elements from the story.  
Spelling words will have vowel digraphs ee, ea; ai, ay; oa and ow.  
Language- This week students will be writing imperative and exclamatory sentences.  
Math- We will focus on estimations this week.  You can help at home by asking children about the number of cars in a parking lot, or the number of candies in a jar, and have them make reasonable guesses. 
Science- We will continue our exploration of matter and its properties as we conduct various experiments with “sink or float” and measuring mass. 
Social Studies-We will identify individuals who have helped shaped communities such as Pierre Charles L’Enfante. 

Fourth Grade:       
Reading- This week your child will read an excerpt from the Historical Fiction novel, On the Banks of Plum Creek. We will discuss literary elements and background knowledge as we read and pay close attention to multiple-meaning words. As we write this week we will make note of proper voice to help our pieces show who we really are. In language arts we will focus on complete subjects and predicates.  Your child’s spelling words this week will focus on words with long e and o.  Remember that your child should be reading every evening for 30 minutes and getting their reading log signed.
Science- Students will be investigating and predicting the changes that can occur in the states of matter when heat is added or removed.  We will focus on understanding where the transfer of energy occurs.  We will also have our first test this week.
Math- We will review rounding and add and subtract using decimal numbers when given a problem situation. 
Social Studies- Students will learn more about the hemispheres and they will use geographic tools to collect, analyze, and interpret data relating to Texas’ place in the world.

Fifth Grade: 
Reading- Students will continue to determine meaning of words with Greek and Latin Prefixes, suffixes, and roots.  They will create and give oral presentations.  Students will also continue to identify and analyze literary elements.  The writing process will be used to write a fictional short story.  Our story of the week is “King Midas” by Charlotte Craft.
Math-Students will take a progress assessment on Monday, September 12th.  Students will also review and practice estimation (i.e. rounding), multiplication by multiples of 10’s, and multiplication of two and three digit numbers by one digit numbers.  Students have received a new coordinate graph and this graph is due on Friday, September 23rd.  Parents are reminded that students have homework each night, Monday through Thursday.  Students should also practice their multiplication facts on a daily basis. 
Social Studies- We will continue our study of the Civil War.  
We will be reading books about the Civil War and taking AR tests on them.  Please encourage your child to read at home for their required thirty minutes.  In order to become a better reader, your child needs to read.  
Science-We will be learning about mixtures and solutions.  Through online games, worksheets and lab activities, we will understand the difference between a mixture and solution and how to separate them.
